Resumen:

El objetivo de este trabajo es comprender de qué manera la sociedad posmoderna
impacta en las etapas normativas del ciclo de vida familiar y mas precisamente en el
proceso de emancipacién de los hijos.

Fueron considerados los resultados de un incipiente estudio de campo que se realiz6é en
el Instituto de Investigaciones en Ciencias Sociales de UADE, en el cual los participantes
fueron adolescentes tardios entre 25 y 30 afios de nivel socioeconémico medio y alto, de
AMBA vy el marco tedrico es la psicologia social construccionista

La extensién temporal de la etapa del proceso de emancipacién de los hijos adultos
jévenes se explica por la confluencia de diversos ideales en el seno de la misma. Por un
lado los padres sostienen a sus hijos, quienes les otorgan sentido a sus propias vidas, y
asi evitan encontrarse con el vacio que implica la ausencia de un proyecto propio. Por
otro lado los hijos, buscan construir su identidad personal a través del consumo, lo cual se
torna contradictorio con el disefio de un plan a futuro que les permita el logro de la

autonomia econémica.
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Abstract:

In recent years we have withessed the emergence of a new phenomenon called "full nest",

which it is the retention of young adult children in the family home for long time.

The purpose of this paper is to understand how impacts postmodern society into the
reduction steps of the family life cycle and more precisely in the process of emancipation

of young people.

The approach to this phenomenon will be from the social constructionist psychology. Also

considered some results of an emerging field study was conducted at the Institute for



Research in Social Sciences UADE, in which participants were late adolescents between

25 and 30 years of middle and high socioeconomic status, AMBA.

In summary it is argued that the postmodern family is characterized by the combination of
the old and the new and the permanent transformation. Today one of the changes is the
extension in time of emancipation of the children of the household. This is explained by the
confluence of different ideals within the family. On the one hand, parents support their
children to give sense of their own lives and avoid running into the void caused by the loss
of senses (empty nest), on the other hand, young people try to build their personal identity
through consumption, which becomes inconsistent with the design of a future project that

would allow them to achieve economic independence.
