Resumen

En un contexto internacional en que la globalizacién afecta los patrones
migratorios mundiales y en un contexto doméstico en que la democracia se consolida,
en 2004 se promulga la Ley de Migraciones 25 871 en Argentina. En este marco,
se aborda el rol de la sociedad civil y la influencia de los procesos de democracia
participativa en la reformulacion de las politicas puablicas. A partir del estudio de
caso, se toma como referente el debate extraparlamentario que se generé alrededor
de dicha ley, analizando sus caracteristicas, el papel desempenado por diferentes
actores que participaron de los debates y su impacto en la ampliacion de derechos de
los inmigrantes. Para el andlisis, se parte de las teorias que estudian la incorporacion
de la ciudadania en la elaboracion de politicas publicas y en particular, en la nocion
de “ciudadanizaciéon”, intentando dilucidar la relacion entre la participacion de la
sociedad civil y la reformulacién de la politica migratoria argentina.
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Migrations Law 25 871: A Case Study of Participatory

Abstract

In the international arena, globalization has affected migration flows
worldwide, and in the domestic context, democracy has been gradually consolidated.
In 2004, in Argentina the Migration Law num. 25.871 was approved. In this context,
we will explain the role that civil society played as well as the influence of the
“participative democractic” processes in public policy re-making. For this purpose,
we will focus on the “extra parliamentary” procedure as a result of the creation of
this law. We will analyze its characteristics, the roles played by the different actors
involved in the debate, and the impact it had on expanding immigrants’ rights. We
will base our analysis on the theories relating to citizen participation in public policy
making and implementation, particularly, in the “citizenization” concept. For this
reason, we will try to understand the relationship between civil society participation
and the re-formulation of Argentine migration policy.
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
