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ResumeEN: América Latina y el Caribe han vivido grandes cambios en
la ultima década. Mientras Estados Unidos sigue ejerciendo fuerte
influencia en la regién, un nuevo actor aparece en escena: China. El
gigante asiatico se ha convertido en socio comercial estratégico de
varios paises de la region y las administraciones latinoamericanas
sienten atractivo por China, sobre todo, como potencial fuente de
inversion. Particularmente, este articulo se centra y recorre la relacion
sino-cubana demostrando que ambos construyeron un vinculo
estrecho que incluye, mas alla de lo comercial, la voluntad china de
contribuir a la reinsercion de Cuba en el mercado mundial. Resalta
particularmente la utilizacion del poder blando como estrategia de
relacionamiento con la regién.

ABsTRACT: Latin America and the Caribbean have experienced great
changes over the last decade. While the United States continues to
exert strong influence in the region, a new actor appears on stage:
China. The Asian giant has become a strategic business partner in
many countries along the region and Latin American governments
feel attraction for China especially as a potential source of investment.
In particular, this article focuses and runs along the Sino-Cuban
relationship demonstrating that both build a close relationship

that includes, beyond trade, China’s willingness to promote the
reintegration of Cuba in the world market. Particular emphasis is
placed on the use of soft power as a strategy for dealing with the
region.
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
